To recertify technicians competency in identifying their 
limitations and safely and effectively using powered 
boats and associated equipment in inland waters and 
flooding, by day or night, in a wide range of water 
conditions.

 Demonstrate the ability to manage boats during 

launch and recovery, in transit, confined spaces

 Apply man overboard and casualty recovery, 
mass evacuation and casualty management drills 

 Demonstrate disabled craft drills 
 Apply appropriate search techniques 
 Demonstrate the understanding of the impact of 

hydrological features on powered boat operation 
 Apply knowledge of rescue PPE equipment as to 

its use, care and application 
 Combine boat handling skills with a variety of 

water rescue systems and shore-based support 

Compliance:

Assessment:
